23) Long underwear

24) Long sleeved shirts

25) Socks

26) 6 grocery bags (no holes)

27) Mug or cup with lid to put hot liquids into

28) Lynnwood Neckerchief (MUST BRING)
29) Slippers or indoor shoes for cabin and main lodge (footwear highly recommended to avoid wet feet)

30) Pencil and small notebook

31) Small personal first aid kit

32) scout permits held – fire, knife, axe and saw, stove and lantern

33) regular or disposable camera (optional)
