13) Comb/brush

14) Soap

15) Warm sweater(s)
16) Snow pants

17) Winter jacket appropriate for weather predicted by forecast

18) Toque

19) Neck warmer/scarf

20) Warm gloves and/or mitts (2 pairs minimum)

21) Heavy WOOL or SYNTHETIC socks (2 pairs minimum)

22) Long underwear

23) Long sleeved shirts

24) Change of Pants

25) Socks

26) 6 grocery bags (no holes)

27) scout permits held – fire, knife, axe and saw, stove and lantern

28) Pencil and small notebook

29) Small personal first aid kit

30) regular or disposable camera (optional)

A kit inspection will be conducted usually the scout meeting prior to attending camp.

Scouts that are unprepared will not be allowed to attend the camp.

These items are required for the protection and safety of your child
